General Information

Homework Policy

Homework is due at the beginning of each class period; you may not go to your locker to retrieve forgotten homework.  Homework handed in the day after it is due will be given half credit (50%); after that, it’s a zero.  Unless otherwise noted, all homework will be graded as either a complete (100%) or an incomplete (50%). Always be prepared for a homework check!

Make-up Work Policy

If you are absent, you are responsible for making up all missed work.  Please check with a classmate and/or with me to see what was due while you were out. The “Extras” folder will also have any handouts you missed.  If a long-term assignment is due the day of your return, you are responsible for handing it in that day. The same rule applies to tests and quizzes. Additionally, if you are absent on a test or quiz day, you must be prepared to take the assessment on the day you return per the student handbook. HOWEVER, talk to me if you need an extension.

Paper and Project Policy

Papers and projects must be turned in on time.  Each day a paper or project is turned in late, your grade will automatically be knocked down one letter grade (A+ ( B+).  If a paper is turned in two days late, your grade will decrease by two letter grades (A+ ( C+), etc.  Additionally, students will not be allowed to print essays at the beginning of class. Plan accordingly! *Please see me well before the paper is due if there is a reason why you may require an extension on a due date. 

Leaving the Classroom

If you need to use the restroom, please take a pass and go. To visit the nurse or guidance, write yourself a pass and check in with me for a signature. * Please try to avoid disrupting the flow of class. I trust you to use your discretion.  

Academic Honesty
