4. What does Gatsby reveal to Daisy about the placement of her house? 

5. Who is Klipspringer, and what does he do (see also page 67)?

6. Consider Gatsby’s behavior in this chapter. How does it compare with what we have seen him previously?

7. Nick says, “There must have been moments even that afternoon when Daisy tumbled short of his dreams—not through her own fault but because of the colossal vitality of his illusion.” Has Gatsby made Daisy out to be more than she really is?

2. Who is Dan Cody? How has he shaped Gatsby’s destiny?

3. How would you characterize Gatsby’s behavior in the scene with Tom and the Sloanes? What does this reveal about Gatsby?

4. Why does Tom attend Gatsby’s party? How does this scene reveal the contrast between the two men?

5. What is ironic about Tom’s statement, “I may be old fashioned in my ideas, but women run around too much these days to suit me”?

6. How do Tom and Daisy behave at, and react to, Gatsby’s party? Did they enjoy themselves? Explain.

7. What suspicions does Tom have of Gatsby? What does he vow to do?

8. What do Nick and Gatsby talk about after the party?

9. What is Gatsby expecting of Daisy that prompts Nick to warn him, “I wouldn’t ask too much of her…You can’t repeat the past”?
